The cost of a well is around $1,300 with the help of World Vision. $50 will help one person get water
for life. This well will be located in the village so the girls don't have to walk as far and can go to
school and get the education they deserve. These wells will provide running water in birthing centers
and running water in schools so the girls can continue to go to school even after maturity.
