ELGIN - Students and staff in School District U-46 will support and honor
our local veterans and troops with special ceremonies, concerts, displays,
and collections during the month of November. In addition, dozens of local
veterans will join classrooms virtually to speak to students about their
service and their lives in the Veterans Voices program being held in
partnership with the Gail Borden Public Library.

It will take place at 11 a.m. on Thursday, November 11, in the Heritage
Ballroom at the Edward Schock Centre of Elgin, located at 100 Symphony
Way in Elgin. The ceremony, which is open to the public, will feature a
welcome from Mayor Dave Kaptain, several musical selections played by
Larkin students, and representation from local veterans organizations.

In addition, all schools in U-46 are holding collections for items to be placed
in care packages for veterans and active duty military via two organizations,
