The club 
provides eye care for people in the community who need it but have difficulty affording it. This is 
especially true for students at Elgin Area School District U-46. 

If students can't see clearly, they can't learn effectively. The majority of the funds collected go to 
purchasing eye care for students who need it when their families have difficulty affording it. 

The club also participates in other charitable causes and donates money to other worthy 
charitable organizations. 

Nearly all of the money collected by the various fundraisers conducted by the Elgin Lions Club 
remains in the Elgin area for the benefit of local people, and the money that does go to Lions 
International and the Lions of Illinois Foundation is used to help needy people wherever in the 
world they may live.
